The essay will be graded from A (highest grade) to E (lowest grade). In order
to pass students must score from A to C.
Writing the essay is mandatory to receive the course certificate.

PROGRAM/COURSE CERTIFICATE
The program does NOT provide a transcript, but participants receive a
course certificate with the total number of hours dedicated to academic
activities, technical visits, and grade. 
 
The certificate is sent by email to the participants after the program is over
and all requirements are complete.
