ENTRY REQUIREMENTS, STUDENT FEES & PRICING

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

Electronic Travel Authorization (eTA
or Temporary Residence Visa (TRV)

STUDY DURATION UNDER 6 MONTHS:

Students who are citizens from visa-exempt
countries who will be studying in Canada may be
eligible to enter Canada with an eTA. More
information can be found here.

Students from non-visa-exempt countries may
requirea TRV in order to enter Canada. More
information can be found here.

STUDY DURATION OVER 6 MONTHS:

Students on a bilateral exchange agreement
(tuition waiver) are permitted to study at Lakehead
University for over 6 months. If you are studying in
Canada for over 6 months you will require a Study
Permit from the Government of Canada
(information here) and you will be exempt from
obtaining a Provincial Attestation Letter (PAL).*
Additional information here.

*Please note that Fee-Paying inbound students do
not qualify for a PAL-exemption and are only
permitted to stay for 1 semester.

HEALTH INSURANCE

Inbound exchange students will be automatically
enrolled and billed for the mandatory health
insurance plan (Guard.Me) for a rate of $1.95 CAD
per day. This will allow them to access medical
services on and off-campus. Students will receive a
digital copy of their Guard.Me health coverage by
email prior to their arrival in Canada. View more
information here.

For 1 semester students can expect to pay about
$234.00 CAD.
