Once we have registered them on our online 
platform AlmaRm, students will receive an 
automatic message to complete their registration. 

Invitation Letter 
Students will need the Invitation Letter from UniBo 
to apply for the Visa from the Italian Embassy or 
Consulate in your Country.  

Visa and Residency Permit 

 
Students coming to UniBo for more than 90 days 
will need to apply for a Visa to enter Italy. They will 
apply for a Visa for study purposes.
