Application
Procedure

1. Student Nomination
   - Nomination will be done online via a link sent to universities that have 

been approved to send students to Konkuk University. The email 
containing deatiled information and link will be sent in late March for Fall 
semetser and late September for Spring semester

2. Student Application
   - Nominee(s) will receive a link to access our online application form
   - The following documents are required to complete the online application
     > Official academic transcript in English (issued by home university)
     > Copy of Passport (personal information page)
     > Recent colour photo for student ID card at Konkuk

Courses Taught in 
English

List of courses taught in English each semester will be finalised a month prior 
to each semester, therefore we advise students to refer to the list from 
previous semesters. Exchange students usually take 9-15 credits (=18-30 
ECTS, 3-5 courses) at Konkuk

Accommodation

Visa

All exchange students must obtain D-2-6 (exchange student) visa in order to 
study at Konkuk University. Upon admission, students will receive the 
‘Certificate of Admission’, which is required to apply for the visa. Students 
should contact the Korean consulate in their home countries for details
* Students can NOT leave Korea before getting their registration card (ARC)

Medical 
Insurance

All exchange students must:
1. Purchase overseas health insurance which covers their study period before arrival
or
2. Enrol in the Korean National Health Insurance after arrival
